26.  AWARD, CANCELLATION & REJECTION: Award shall be made to the
lowest and responsible and responsive bidder, whose bid is determined to be the most
advantageous to the Judiciary of Guam, taking into consideration the evaluation factors set
forth in the Solicitation. No other factors or criteria shall be used in the evaluation. The
right is reserved as the interest of the Judiciary of Guam may require to waive any minor
irregularity in bids received. The Administrator of the Courts shall have the authority to
award, cancel or reject bids, in whole or in part for any one or more items if he determines
it is in the public interest. Award issued to the lowest responsible bidder within the
specified time for acceptance as indicated in the Solicitation, results in a binding contract
without further action by either party. In case of an error in the extension of the prices, unit
price will govern. It is the policy of the Judiciary of Guam to award the contracts to
qualified local bidders. The Judiciary of Guam reserves the right to increase or decrease the
quantity of the items for award and make additional awards for the same type of items and
the vendor agrees to such modifications and additional awards based on the bid prices for a
period of thirty (30) days after original award. No award shall be made under this
Solicitation which shall require advance payment or irrevocable letter of credit from the
Judiciary of Guam.

27.  MARKING: Each outside container shall be marked with the Purchase Order
number, item number, brief item description and quantity. Letter marking shall not be less
than 3/4" in height.

28.  SCHEDULE FOR DELIVERY: Successful bidder shall notify the Judiciary of
Guam Procurement Section, Telephone No. 475-3393/3175/3141/3212, at least twenty
four (24) hours before delivery of any item under this Solicitation.

29.  BILL OF SALE: Successful Supplier shall render Bills of Sale for each item
delivered under this contract. Failure to comply with this requirement will result in the
rejection of delivery. The Bill of Sale must accompany the item(s) delivered but will not
be considered as an invoice for payment. Supplier shall bill the Judiciary of Guam in
accordance with billing instructions as indicated on the Purchase Order.

30. MANUFACTURER’S CERTIFICATE: Successful bidder is required, upon
delivery of any item under this contract, to furnish a certificate from the manufacturer

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indicating that the goods meet the specifications. Failure to comply with the request will
result in rejection of delivery.

31.  INSPECTION: All supplies, materials, equipment or services delivered under this
contract shall be subject to the inspection and/or test conducted by the Judiciary of Guam at
destination. If in any case the supplies, materials, equipment, or services are found to be
defective in material, workmanship, performance, or otherwise do not conform with the
specifications, the Judiciary of Guam shall have the right to reject items or require that they
be corrected. The number of days required for corrections will be determined by the
Judiciary of Guam.

32.  MOTOR VEHICLE SAFETY REQUIREMENTS: The Judiciary of Guam will
only consider Bids on motor vehicles which comply with requirements of the National
Traffic and Motor Vehicle Safety Act of 1966 (Public Law 89-563) and Clean Air Act as
amended (Public Law 88-206), that are applicable to Guam. Bidders shall state if the
equipment offered comply with these aforementioned Federal Laws.

33.  SAFETY INSPECTION: All motor vehicles delivered under this contract must
pass the Government of Guam Vehicle Inspection before delivery at destination.

34. GUARANTEE:

a) Guarantee of Vehicle Type of Equipment:

The successful bidder shall guarantee vehicular type of equipment offered against
defective parts, workmanship, and performance, for a period of not at least one
(1) year. Service shall be provided to the equipment for at least one (1) year.
Service to be provided shall include, but will not be limited to tune-ups (change
of spark plugs, contact points and condensers) and lubrication (change of
engine and transmission oil). All parts and labor shall be at the expense of the
bidder. All parts found defective and not caused by misuse, negligence or
accident within the guarantee period shall be repaired, replaced or adjusted within
six (6) working days after notice from the Judiciary of Guam and without cost to
the Judiciary of Guam. Vehicular type of equipment as used in this context shall
include equipment used for transportation as differentiated from factors, back
holes, etc.

b) Guarantee of Other Type of Equipment:

The successful bidder shall guarantee all other types of equipment offered, except
those mentioned in 34a, above, against defective parts, workmanship, and
performance for a period of not less than three (3) months after date of receipt of
equipment. Bidder shall also provide service to the equipment for at least three
(3) months. All parts found to be defective within that period shall be repaired or
replaced by the Contractor without cost to the Judiciary of Guam. Repairs,
adjustments or replacements of defective parts shall be completed by the
Contractor within six (6) working days after notice from the Judiciary of Guam.

C) Compliance with this Section is a condition of this Invitation for Bid.
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35.  AFFIDAVIT RE ETHICAL STANDARDS (Attachment F): The bidder or
contractor represents that it has not knowingly influenced and promises that it will not
knowingly influence a Judiciary of Guam employee to breach any of the ethical standards
and represents that it has not violated, is not violating, and promises that it will not violate
the prohibition against gratuities and kickbacks.

36.  REPRESENTATION REGARDING CONTINGENT FEES (Attachment G):
The Bidder or contractor represents that it has not retained a person to solicit or secure a
Judiciary of Guam contract upon an agreement or understanding for a commission,
percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee, except for retention of bona fide employees or
bona fine established commercial selling agencies for the purpose of securing business.

37.  DECLARATION RE COMPLIANCE WITH U.S. DEPARTMENT OF
LABOR WAGE DETERMINATION (Attachment H): In accordance with 5 GCA § §
5801 and 5802, as may be applicable, each bidder certifies that any of its employees whose
purpose, in whole or part, is the direct delivery of service contracted by the Judiciary of
Guam shall be paid in accordance with the Wage Determination for Guam and the
Northern Marianas Islands issued and promulgated by the U.S. Department of Labor for
such Labor as is employed in the direct delivery of contract deliverables to the J udiciary of
Guam, including health and other similar benefits

37. EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY: Contractor shall not discriminate
against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, religion, sex, or
national of origin. The Contractor will take affirmative action to ensure that employees are
treated equally during employment without regards to their race, color, religion, sex or
national of origin. If funding for the services contained in this Invitation for Bid is

provided by the federal government, the Contractor shall comply with the provisions of 41
CFR Part 60-1.

38.  COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS: Bidders awarded a contract under this
Solicitation shall comply with the applicable standards, provisions, and stipulations of all
pertinent Federal and/or local laws, rules, and regulations relative to the performance of
this contract and the furnishing of goods.

39.  TIME FOR COMPLETION: It is hereby understood and mutually agreed by and
between the contractor and the Judiciary of Guam that the time for delivery to final
destination or the timely performance of certain services is an essential condition of this
contract. If the contractor refuses or fails to perform any of the provisions of this contract
within the time specified in the Purchase Order (from the date Purchase Order is
acknowledged by vendor), then the contractor is in default.

40.  JUSTIFICATION OF DELAY: Bidders who are awarded contracts under this
Solicitation, guarantee that the goods will be delivered to their destination or required
services rendered within the time specified. If the bidder is not able to meet the specified
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delivery date, he is required to notify the Administrator of the Courts of such delay.
Notification shall be in writing and shall be received by the Administrator of the Courts at
least twenty-four (24) hours before the specified delivery date. Notification of delay shall
include an explanation of the causes and reasons for the delay including statement(s) from
supplier or shipping company causing the delay. The Judiciary of Guam reserves the right
to reject delay justification if, in the opinion of the Administrator of the Courts, such
justification is not adequate.

41. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES: When the Contractor is given notice of delay or
non-performance as specified in Paragraph 1 (Default) of the Termination for Default
Clause of this contract and fails to cure in the time specified, the contractor shall be liable
for damages for delay in the amount of one-fourth of one percent (1%) or $500.00 of
outstanding order per calendar day from the date set for cure until either the Judiciary of
Guam reasonably obtains similar supplies or services if the contractor is not terminated for
default. To the extent that the contractor’s delay or non-performance is excused under
Paragraph 39 (Excuse for Nonperformance or Delayed Performance) of the Termination
for Default Clause of this contract, liquidated damages shall not be due the Judiciary of
Guam.

42. PROTEST:

(a) Any aggrieved party who may be aggrieved in connection with the method of
source selection, solicitation or award of a contract, and who wishes to pursue a protest
shall file a written protest with the Purchasing Officer. The protest shall be submitted in
writing within fourteen (14) days after such aggrieved person knew or should have known
of the facts giving rise to the protest.

(b) The Purchasing Officer shall have the authority to settle and resolve a protest.

(c) If the protest is not resolved by mutual agreement, the Purchasing Officer shall
issue a decision in writing within thirty (30) days of receipt of the protest. If no written
decision has been issued by the Purchasing Officer at the expiration of the thirty (30) day
period, such shall be considered an adverse decision.

(d) Upon the issuance of an adverse decision by the Purchasing Officer, or upon the
Expiration of the thirty (30) day period after filing of the complaint, the aggrieved party
may file an action in the Superior Court of Guam for appropriate relief within fourteen (14)
days of such adverse decision or expiration of time.

43. RESTRICTIONS AGAINST CONTRACTORS EMPLOYING
CONVICTED SEX OFFENDERS:

The Contractor must warrant that no person in its employment who has been convicted of a
sex offense under the provisions of Chapter 25 of Title 9 of the Guam Code Annotated or
of an offense defined in Article 2 of Chapter 28 of Title 9 of the Guam Code Annotated, or
who has been convicted in any other jurisdiction of an offense with the same elements as
heretofore defined, or who is listed on the Sex Offender Registry; and that if any person
providing services on behalf of the Contractor is convicted of a sex offense under the
provisions of Chapter 25 of Title 9 GCA or an offense as defined in Article 2 of Chapter

28, Title 9 GCA or an offense in another jurisdiction with, at a minimum, the same
elements as such offenses, or who is listed on the Sex Offender Registry, that such person
will be immediately removed from working at said agency and that the administrator of
said agency be informed of such within twenty-four (24) hours of such conviction.

44, PHYSICAL LIABILITY: If it becomes necessary for the Vendor, either as
principal, agent or employee, to enter upon the premises or property of the Judiciary of
Guam in order to construct, erect, inspect, make delivery or remove property hereunder,
the Vendor hereby covenants and agrees to take, use provide and make all proper,
necessary and sufficient precautions, safeguards and protections against the occurrence of
any accidents, injuries, or damages to any person or property during the progress of the
work herein covered and to be responsible for, and to indemnify and save harmless the
Judiciary of Guam from the payment of all sums of money by reason of all or any such
accidents, injuries or damages that may occur upon or about such work, and fines penalties
and loss of incurred for or by reason of the violations of any territorial ordinance,
regulations, or the laws of Guam or the United States, while the work is in progress,
Contractor will carry insurance to indemnify the Judiciary of Guam against any claim for
loss, damage, or injury to property or persons arising out the performance of the Contractor
or his employees and agents of the services covered by the Contract and the use, misuse or
failure of any equipment used by the contractor or his employees or agents, and shall
provide certificate of such insurance to the Judiciary of Guam when required.

45.  DAVIS-BACON ACT COMPLIANCE. The Contractor must satisfy the
requirements of the Davis-Bacon Act (40 U.S.C. 3141-3144 and 3146-3148) as
supplemented by the United States Department of Labor regulations (29 CRF Part 5,
“Labor Standards Provisions Applicable to Contracts Covering Federally Financed and
Assisted Construction.”).

46.  COPELAND “ANTI-KICKBACK” ACT COMPLIANCE. The Contractor
must satisfy the requirements of the Copeland “Anti-Kickback” Act (40 U.S.C. 3145) as
supplemented by the United States Department of Labor regulations (29 CFR Part 3,
“Contractors and Subcontractors on Public Building or Public Work Financed in Whole or
in Part by Loans or Grants from the United States.”).

47. CONTRACT WORK HOURS AND SAFETY STANDARDS ACT
COMPLIANCE.

The Contractor must satisfy the requirements of 40 U.S.C. 3702 and 3704, as
supplemented by the United States Department of Labor regulations (29 CFR Part 5.).

48. COMPLIANCE WITH ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION LAWS. The
Contractor must satisfy the requirements of the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. 7401-7671 et
seq.) and the Federal Water Pollution Control Act (33 U.S.C. 1251-1387).

49. COMPLIANCE WITH BYRD ANTI-LOBBYING AMENDMENT. The
Contractor must satisfy the requirements of the 31 U.S.C. 1352.
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50. RIGHTS TO INVENTIONS MADE UNDER A CONTRACT OR
AGREEMENT.
